Also, his production was used for
the TV show One Tree Hill and the movie Drive me
Crazy (from a record he produced by the Electric
Farm).

A relationship that he developed with Turner
Broadcasting landed him a job in Nashville in 1996
for five days. During this trip the whole rhythm sec-
tion went for breakfast at the Loveless Cafe, a land-
mark in Nashville and a must-see for anyone vis-
iting Nashville.
